Guidelines of

The Rosalind and Pei Chi Chou Award for Young Authors

at the International Symposia on Ballistics
Purpose:

A Rosalind and Pei Chi Chou Award (“the Award”) shall be established at the International Symposia on Ballistics (“The Symposia”). Its purpose shall be to enrich the program of the Symposia and to encourage young authors in ballistics to submit papers, and attend the Symposium.

Eligibility:

All papers (both oral and poster) accepted for the Symposium are eligible. An application for the Award must accompany the paper when submitted for publication in the Proceedings. The Young Author of the paper must be 35 years of age or younger at the time of the Symposium. The paper may have multiple authors, however, the Young Author must have made a major contribution to the paper. The Young Author must be registered at the Symposium and must give the oral presentation or the poster presentation to be eligible for the Award.

Selection Committee:

A selection committee shall be appointed jointly by the IBC and the chairman of the Symposium. In principle, any direct relationship between a selection committee member and any Young Author should be avoided. The Award selection is based solely on the written papers and judged on original contribution to the ballistic sciences. The committee may decide not to give the Award at the Symposium, if it is judged there are no deserving papers. The selection committee’s decision shall be final.

The Award:

The Award consists of a plaque and a stipend, both prepared by the National Defense Industrial Association (NDIA, formerly the American Defense Preparedness Association). The stipend shall be presented by representatives from the International Ballistics Committee (IBC) and NDIA.

Presenter:

Presentation of the award at the Symposium shall be made by Rosalind and Pei Chi Chou, if present. Otherwise, it shall be presented by representatives from the IBS and NDIA.

Amendments:

This Guideline may be amended by the mutual consent of the IBC and Rosalind and Pei Chi Chou during their lifetimes. If at some future time, the continuation of the Award should not be desirable, and neither Rosalind and Pei Chi Chou are living, the IBC, in consultation with the NDIA, may re-designate the eligibility and criteria of the Award, provided that the Award shall continue to bear the same name.
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
