The NDIA has a policy of strict compliance with federal and state antitrust laws. The antitrust laws prohibit competitors

security threats. Watson was also responsible
for the Department’s Industrial Base Expansion,
supply chain management, industrial policy, and
Defense Production Act (DPA) program for the
pandemic response.
